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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK 
 

Who Knows? and who can know. 

Peter answered Him, “You are the Messiah.”  And He sternly ordered them not to tell anyone about 
Him.  – Mark 8:29b-30 

 

 This year we’ve been working through the Gospel of Mark.  Our Gospel lessons on Sundays are 

generally taken from Mark, and by the beginning of Advent we’ll pretty much have covered the whole 

book.  One of the defining elements of Mark is that people don’t understand who Jesus is, or what He’s 

about.  The demons recognize Him (and He commands them not to reveal Him to others); sometimes 

there are random people that He passes who seem to 

recognize that there’s something about Him; the disciples, 

however, generally don’t.  When Peter finally does get it 

right, Jesus tells them not to reveal Him. 

 Part of this may be that Jesus is concerned that 

people will try to fit Him into their pre-conceived ideas of 

who “the Messiah” is, or should be; or of who “the Son of 

God” (as per the demons) is, or should be; or of who the 

“Son of David” (as per blind bar Timaeus) is, or should be.  

Jesus prefers to call Himself “the Son of Man,” which is an 

odd name – because it’s a title that could apply to anyone 

(we’re all children of men!).  But Jesus doesn’t call Himself “a” son of a man, but “the” son of Man, 

which is a little different.  It’s not a loaded term, the way that “Messiah,” “Son of God,” or “Son of 

David” are – and this may be the reason for His preference.  It’s almost as though Jesus is saying to the 

people, “You need to define what you think of the Messiah, the Son of God and the Son of David by 

what I am saying about the Son of Man.” 

 There is a real danger that we can fall into the trap of being the disciples who don’t get it.  We 

are bombarded with wild ideas of who Jesus is from all directions, these days.  The portrayals of Jesus 

in the theatre, the movies, the television – even in the Church! – can be so far off the mark, from Jesus 

as He reveals Himself to us in Scripture.  We are told, at various times in Mark’s Gospel, that His 

disciples didn’t understand what He was saying until after the things He spoke of had come to pass.  We 

want, though, to be people who are informed – people who know their Saviour deeply and intimately.  

We want to follow Jesus in faith, and it is hard to follow Him as leader if we are endlessly distracted by 
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distorted images of Him. 

 And so this year, as we work through Mark as a faith community, we’re being invited by 

Scripture – invited by Jesus Himself – to leave our pre-conceived ideas, and our socially-formed (rather 

than Biblically formed) ideas, of who Jesus is at the door.  We’re invited to discover afresh who Jesus 

is.  We’re invited to take Him on His own terms, rather than our own.  It can be difficult to shed our a 

priori notions, but as we seek to be faithful Christians, faithful followers of Jesus, it is so important that 

we periodically re-discover Jesus as He is revealed to us in Scripture.  In doing so, we let go of the 

distorted views that are so frequently thrust at us by society. 

 Our prayer, at Holy Trinity, is that this Summer might be a time of refreshing for you in body, 

mind, and spirit.  Let us learn to take Jesus on His terms – rather than our own, rather than society’s – 

that we may be renewed in our faith!

Where is God?

The following story comes from Holy Trinity’s Mission Partner, David Matthews as he reflected on his 

recent trip to Sierra Leone. 

 
The hardest walls are able to stand up against any torrent of batterings.  But no matter how strong a wall 
is, there is always a weak spot; somewhere that is vulnerable so that the slightest push can send the 
whole thing crashing down.  I’ve seen a great deal of suffering through my travels and a lot of poverty.  
I’m certainly not bragging, for this is nothing be happy about, yet it has somewhat jaded me, roughened 
me slightly and allowed me to continue to work, and help in the face of such desperation and abject 
poverty.  It is like a nurse who learns to cut out certain things in order to be able to do his/her job. 
 
I was like this when I came to the Mahanaim School for Epilepsy on our last day in Sierra Leone as a 
team.  I would be spending another two days in the country so I 
wasn’t sad or thinking about leaving.  I wasn’t particularly touched 
by the level of poverty and need, as it wasn’t anything greater than 
the last location we were just at.  But here something was waiting 
for me that I didn’t expect: a child by the name of Osmon.  As we 
walked in, I was confronted by the vision of kids crawling along 
the floor, not children but pre-adolescents.  I sat off to the side, 
avoiding the chair, after being advised that it was very likely that a 
child had just peed there. 
 
This school was started by a graduate of the Leonard Cheshire 
school, a school for polio victims, who had a heart for the rejected.  
The woman who started it decided not to let her own infirmity stop 
her from being a blessing to others.  She opened her doors to the 
rejected, with nothing other than her own home to welcome them 
into.  She didn’t have a special school or special funding.  All she 
had was her own home and her own food to give.  She found them 
abandoned in the streets.  One was left because his parents thought 
he had a demon when he was born with a slightly larger than normal head, and others were abandoned 
because they had epilepsy, which their parents mistook for demon possession. 
 
It was here that I met Osmon.  In this building, the woman's home, as he crawled across the floor, placed 
his hands on my knees, with food smeared on his face and snot running down his nose, he started to pick 
himself up, dragging himself onto my knees.  At first, I was an idiot and didn’t understand what he was 
trying to do.  Then it struck me: he just wanted to be held.  A kid of ten years old easily, who couldn’t 
communicate in any complexity, or even simple manner.  He just wanted to be picked up and held.  As 
he pulled himself up, all the walls I’d built around my heart to help me cope came down.  It wasn’t the 
lack of possessions or the want of things that tore down my walls, but it was the want to be held, to 
connect with another human heart that brought down my proud heart.  As he played with my beard, 
pulling on the hair and pretending to put it on his face, as he hugged me, as he pointed at a poster of 
Jesus, and each of our team mates and himself, getting me to repeat each of their names followed by 
joyous giggles from him, as he kissed me sharing his food onto my face, the tears came.  They came not 
with a trickle, but as a flood, pouring down my cheeks.  I could not care for the sanitation in the 
situation but only of showing this child at this moment that he was loved. 
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It was here that I looked to God and asked, “Where are you?  Rise up, stand up, do something, where 
are you?”  It was also here that I was answered, “I am here, I am here.”  In looking at this kid, at this 
disabled child, I saw God more clearly than I’d seen Him anywhere in this nation. 
 
David Matthews, a member of Holy Trinity, has been serving with Youth With A Mission for the past 

seven years. He will be returning to Calgary in early July and will be speaking at Holy Trinity on July 

5th.

             THE BIG “C” WORD

I am the Lord, your God, who takes hold of your right hand and says to you,‘Do not fear; I 

will help you.’ 

(Isaiah 41:13) 

My name is Wendy Wood and I was diagnosed with State 3 invasive carcinoma Breast 
Cancer in October 2003 and this is my story.  
Everyone has been touched by cancer either in a loved one or a person close to them.   
My dad passed away from complications resulting from leukemia in 1989 and in May 2008 my sister 
passed away from lung cancer. 
My mom has asked me many times why can’t they find a cure for cancer, they have enough money 
don’t they. I reply and say I’m not sure mom but it will definitely be one of the questions I will ask God 
when I get to heaven. I thought I would never catch cancer but it caught me. I found a lump in my breast 
and knew that it was an unusual size and it didn’t feel normal. I had that funny feeling that it might be 
the big C word. 
My family doctor scheduled an ultrasound and a biopsy which would tell us if I had breast cancer or not. 
I knew in my heart that I had the disease but I had to go through the process of diagnosis. 
 Having cancer is a very scary time because you never know how the story is going to end. You have to 
trust that the doctors know what they are doing and believe that God is leading them.  
After the diagnosis of breast cancer I underwent chemotherapy treatments for 3 months. The doctors 
decided that I would start with chemotherapy to try and shrink the tumor before doing surgery. Chemo   
kills the cancer cells in our body but also kills all the hair follicles so eventually you lose all the hair on 
your body.  There is a positive side to losing all your hair – your skin turns soft as a baby’s bum! 
 After chemo, surgery was next, a double mastectomy. I also underwent radiation as a preventative 
measure to kill all the remaining cancer cells that are left lingering. 
Why did I get cancer? I was not in the high risk group, I did not smoke, I was not obese, I ate healthy, I 
hardly drank alcohol so why did I end up with cancer. In these days it seems there is no rhyme or reason 
why we end up with cancer.  The health specialists cannot explain why some people end up with certain 
cancers. I was told that you can have cancer cells in your body for a long time and then one day that cell 
will decide to grow.  
I can remember asking myself what now? Why me God? I had a pretty nice life with 2 sons and a loving 
husband.  I had never been really sick and now this. I prayed and asked God to help me and my family 
through this difficult time in our lives.  From that moment I had to put my trust and faith in God as he 
carried me.  He sent angels to help me through each step of my treatments. 
Today, five years later, I thank God every day for my health and for bringing me this far. Although I 
don’t know why I got breast cancer, I can say with certainty that having breast cancer has made me a 
better person. It has also showed me that life is very precious and you should live every day to the 
fullest. 
endcancer.ca quotes “It costs roughly $100,000 to ask a single research question,” says Dr. Tony 
Magliocco of Calgary’s Tom Baker Cancer Centre. And in just four years, The Weekend to End Breast 
Cancer has invested in more than 50 new breast cancer projects that will provide answers we need to put 
an end to this disease.” 

I believe that some day they will find a cure for cancer so for now we need to give what we can to help 

find that cure. Please remember all the people participating in the Weekend to End Breast Cancer which 

is taking place in Calgary on July 24-26.

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NURSERY SERVES PARENTS, TOO

Holy Trinity’s Nursery contains Duplo, Little People and exersaucers, but the ministry is as much about 
parents as it is about children. 
That’s the word from ministry head Linda Dalgetty, who took on leadership of the Nursery Team earlier 
this year. 
“It’s an opportunity for parents to take in the service without having to worry about their kids,” Linda 
says. “It’s a ministry for them as much as for the small children.” 
Parents who drop their bambinos off in the Nursery can rest assured that the rugrats are in good hands. 
“We have a great team of 10 or 12 volunteers now, and they feel called to come in and be with your 
children. They’re phenomenal,” Linda says. 
 “We’ve got the paging system; you have your three-digit number, and we’ll page you if you’re needed. 
We’re not going to let your baby cry for 45 minutes; we recognize a child’s need for a parent.” 
And as tempting as it may be to check in to make sure that Junior is doing OK, parental pop-ins have the 
potential to do more harm than good. 
“When parents come and open a door, or even peek in the window, the impact on the whole group is all 
of the kids think it’s time: ‘If Johnny’s parent is coming back, then my parent is coming back.’ That can 
create some issues in the room. 
“We recognize that you want to check on your kid, but we honestly will page you if there’s an issue,” 
she says. 
Parents are also welcome to stay in the Nursery and relieve a volunteer who’s on-duty that day. 
“We’re not going to tell anybody that they can’t stay with their child. If you honestly feel that your child 
needs you in there, feel free to suggest to the Nursery staff member, ‘I’m going to stay today. You’re 
welcome to go out and be part of the service,’” Linda says. 
The Nursery is well equipped with age-appropriate toys and activities for youngsters up to age 2, and is 
administered by two volunteers each Sunday. The Nursery is connected with the Crying Room, where 
parents often feed their newborns, and can listen to the service while sitting quietly. 
Volunteers don’t generally turn on the speakers in the Nursery, however. The action-packed atmosphere 
doesn’t exactly lend itself to contemplation and reflection, she says. 
“It’s neat to watch the kids. It’s not that they quite develop friendships, but especially with the older 
kids in Nursery, they start developing familiarity with each other.” 
“That carries over into the Little Lambs stage; they’ve had this opportunity to be away from their 
parents and become familiar with their classmates. I like that part.” 
While the Nursery’s volunteer roster is now fairly healthy, more are always welcome, Linda says. 

“This is for anyone who feels that calling to help in this ministry. And this is not just a 
women thing. Men are welcome, too. We already have couples who volunteer in there. 

Given the number of young children in the parish “this is a ministry we need 
and are going to need for some time to come. They keep graduating to Little 
Lambs, but more newborns keep coming in. It’s exciting. I love the fact we’re 

growing in this way.” 



 

 

STEAM, STAMPEDE AND PIGEON ROUNDUP 
Vestry News – June 2009 

The discussion at the June 4 Vestry meeting was dominated by two main topics – eliminating the nasty 
odour caused by decaying pigeon feces on the church roof, and how Vestry can support the July 5 
Stampede Lunch. 
 
Avian effluent is for the birds 

The pigeons are going! The pigeons are going! 
That was the word at the June 4 Vestry meeting, after wardens Ken Blackmore and Rob Petkau 
climbed up on top of the building to inspect work to-date on the elimination of the foul fowl from Holy 
Trinity’s rooftop. 
The wardens discovered that the Orkin employees had succeeded in removing the pungent piles of 
pigeon poop from the roof. The company has since finished erecting the tents and nets that will keep 
them from congregating near and on the heating, ventilation and air conditioning (HVAC) machines that 
keep them warm and sheltered. In addition, Orkin has installed a series of ‘bird spiders’ – metal hubs 
with spoke-like wires that protrude like an arachnid’s legs, which sway and pivot in the wind and keep 
birds away. 
However, anyone who attended church on June 14 knows that the pigeon poop may be gone, but the 
pigeon poop smell is not. 
We believe that changing the air filters and cleaning the duct work – which are next on the maintenance 
agenda – will help alleviate the problem. The roof itself may continue to smell for a while, even though 
it’s been cleaned, but with no new pigeon product piling up on the roof, the funk should dissipate over 
time. 
It may take a bit longer than we’d originally hoped, but the Vestry and Corporation are determined to do 
our part in striving to make Holy Trinity a scent-free facility.

Vestry members thanked everyone who helped out May 23 with the spring maintenance day. The 
parking lot was cleaned, new toilet paper dispensers were installed, storage rooms 
were tidied up and the church’s outside walls got a thorough scrubbing. Nice job, 
everyone! 
If you couldn’t come out that day, you’ll get another chance to help bring the 
church closer to godliness (via cleanliness) on Aug. 24 and 25. Those are the days 
Vestry chose for the second annual Great Carpet Cleanup.

There’s one problem with the worship band at Holy Trinity Anglican Church: it needs a name, says 12-
year-old parish newcomer Sophie Griffiths. 
“One of the things I really like about this church is the band. I even named them. I call them the Holy 
Rockers,” the outgoing tweenager told Grapevine. “Overall, I think this church is quite good. People are 
really nice here, and I like how the church is very bright – the messages are positive.” 
Sophie and her parents, Robert and Allyson, started attending Holy Trinity early this year, after Mom 
and Dad attended the Marriage Course and figured it was worth trying out a Sunday service sometime. 
“We read about the Marriage Course in the Hidden Valley newsletter, and Robert said we should sign 
up for it, which was shocking,” Allyson says. 
“The course was really beneficial. We felt really comfortable with Mandy and Stephen, and all the 
volunteers who worked at the Marriage Course. And then we ended up coming here, which was even a 
bigger bonus.” 
Although they’re baptized Christians, they’d stopped attending church a few years ago, because 
Allyson’s home parish wasn’t meeting their needs. Holy Trinity, they say, is a much better fit. 
“We love the friendliness, the family-like atmosphere. We really feel comfortable when we’re here; 
everyone comes up and says hello. It gives us such a positive feeling,” Allyson says. 
Although she was baptized in the United Church of Canada, her family wasn’t particularly religious. 
They lived next door to a Roman Catholic orphanage in Whitehorse, YT, and developed a close bond 
with a couple of grandmotherly nuns who served there. Allyson’s family moved to Calgary when she 
was 10, and the sisters visited them regularly. 
Robert grew up in London, England, and enlisted in the British Army as a young man. About 15 years 
ago, he was stationed for six months at Canadian Forces Base Suffield near Medicine Hat. 
“The first weekend I came to Calgary, I met Allyson, and I made sure to come into Calgary quite often 
after that. It felt right,” he says. 
They fell in love, got married and 
Sophie came along soon after. 
“I found religion when Allyson was 
pregnant with Sophie. Witnessing 
the miracle of birth opened my 
eyes,” Robert recalls. 
He’d been raised mostly secular, 
other than mandatory religious 
education at school and in the army. 
“They asked me what my religion 
was, and I said I didn’t have one, so 
they said, ‘OK. You’re Church of 
England,’” he recalls with a laugh. 
Robert is an electrician, Allyson is an 
administrative assistant. Sophie will 
start Grade 7 this fall at St. 
Elizabeth Seton School in Hidden 
Valley. But her real passion is sports – particularly soccer. 
“I’m going to trials for England’s under-16 team next July,” says the young goalkeeper. 
“She’s great,” says a justly proud dad, who also happens to be her coach. “I watch a lot of soccer on TV, 
and she’s always loved it, too.” 
 



 

 

The family’s other main hobby is animals. They’re regular volunteers for the Heaven Can Wait Animal 
Rescue Foundation based in High River, and they’ve adopted two dogs rescued by the shelter. 
“Sophie cleans out cat cages, Robert does all the electrical and plumbing and other handyman stuff – 
even though he’s allergic to cats – we go in and do whatever’s required,” Allyson says. 
“We’re helping those less fortunate. They may be animals, but they still need our help,” Robert adds. 
Although his boyhood life was quite unlike what he sees in Calgary, Robert has no wish to move back 
to Britain. 
“It’s completely different. I miss my family, but I don’t really miss England itself. I love Calgary – the 
blue skies and mountains. London is so congested and grey and overcast all the time. 
“We go back to visit family once every year or two, so we get our fish and chips and other English 
things and I’m good for a year.”
